Masonic Trivia - August 2014 

What is a Lewis? 

 The stonemason’s “lewis” - not as familiar of a Masonic concept in North America as it is elsewhere in the - is a device 

used in raising and lowering stone blocks during building construction. The lewis involves the use of a tripod and a pulley ar-

rangement to life heavy stones. The precise purpose is allow the hoisting chain of the tripod to raise the stone and lower it into 

its exact final position, which would not be possible if chains, or ropes passed underneath the stone. Clearly, the lewis may be 

regarded appropriately as a symbol of strength - a double symbol, in as much as its name been give to the son of a mason, his 

duty being to bear the burden and heat of the day so that his parents may rest in their old age. 

 The double symbolism is mentioned in some old catechisms. What do we call the son of a Freemason? A lewis. What 

does that denote? Strength. What is the duty of a lewis to his aged parents? To bear the burden and heat of the day. His privilege 

for doing so? To be made mason before any other person, however dignified by birth, rank or riches, unless through complai-

sance, waives this privilege.
